FOREWORD

Sixty years of Ukrainian settlement in Australia has left a positive imprint. Those early migrants
certainly had a hard time in a new country and in many cases after working off their two- year contracts tried
to establish their lives as best they could. They moved to areas where there were other Ukrainian families so
that they had a support network of people with shared background and experiences who could help one
another through thick and thin in what was sometimes a hostile environment.

They often started with only the clothes on their person and worked their way up to positions of
respectability. They had energy that often defied the imagination, working very hard during the day in order
to provide for their families, and then finding the time and money to establish a centre where they could
congregate and continue the traditions of their native Ukraine. Before any thought of building was in place,
a school was started in a private dwelling in order to teach the young children the language of their parents
and give them the gift of bilingualism. These people were multicultural well before the term was fashionable.
The result of their efforts speaks for itself. The parents made huge sacrifices to make sure that their children
had an education and lived better than they as is witnessed by the large number of highly qualified
professionals in our midst. They have integrated well into the mainstream of Australian society but many
have also retained the best of the cultural values of their forefathers.

The Ukrainian Community Centre and School in Noble Park provides well-utilised facilities not only
for the needs of the Association of Ukrainians in Victoria and the students but also for several other
organisations.

The Ukrainian Community School, established in 1954, is a state accredited school catering for
students from pre-school through to year 12, which has seen many students scoring the top V.C.E. marks in
LOTE Ukrainian.

Every Sunday and on Holy Feast days, a Ukrainian Catholic Liturgy (Byzantine rite) is held at 10.00
a.m. and the community regularly gets together after the service for a lunch provided by dedicated
volunteers. A prayer service (Moleben) is held on Wednesdays at 12 noon.

Four Community choirs have existed during the past 25 years under the leadership of talented and
committed conductors. At the present time the AUV Homin male choir rehearses once a week and has
performed at Noble Park and beyond.

The AUV has a vibrant Elderly Citizen’s Club which meets weekly in the comfort of the club rooms at
the back of the hall.

The facilities are used also by the well-organised and hard working Noble Park branch of the Ukrainian
Women’s Association in Victoria whose fundraising over 35 years has raised thousands of dollars to help not
only the school and Ukrainian Studies at Monash University, but also worthy causes here, in Ukraine and
other countries.

Plast (Ukrainian scouts) conduct their meetings on Saturday afternoons as for many years did the
Ukrainian Youth Association, the Ukrainian dance group and the School of Bandura.

The Community Centre has over the years welcomed members of both the Australian and Ukrainian
parliaments, defenders of human and national rights, artists, academics, poets, singers, musicians and
athletes.

The centre has hosted a wide variety of events: National Ukrainian Teachers’ Conferences, concerts,
film nights, plays, operas, cabarets and numerous barbecues, dances and other social events.

The Association has established a positive rapport with the Ruthenian community who regularly attend joint
functions.

Facilities are also hired for private functions such as weddings, christenings or other receptions, as
well as meetings, conferences etc.

We can only marvel at the dedication and generosity of a small community whose efforts have
achieved so much. As we go forward into the future we invite all interested people to join in the activities of
the AUV so that we may build on those achievements and make the most of the rich heritage passed on to us.
The AUV Executive strives to create a warm welcoming Community Centre open to one and all.
